MOTION/RECOMMENDATION:
Approve and authorize the Chairman to execute The Third Amendment to the Memorandum of 
Understanding Between the St. Johns River Water Management District and Seminole County 
for Aquifer Storage and Recovery Construction and Testing Demonstration Project

BACKGROUND:

On July 22, 2003 the Board of County Commissioners approved the original Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) which established the responsibilities of the St. Johns River Water 
Management District and Seminole County for cost sharing of design, permitting, construction 
and testing of an Aquifer Storage and Recovery System (ASR) located withing an easement at 
the Wilson Elementary School  property on Orange Boulevard.  The BCC approved the first 
and second amendments that addressed an additional cost share by the County and  a time 
extension of the MOU on December 12, 2006 and July 22, 2008 respectively.  This third 
amendment will add construction of additional facilities to accommodate treatment of the 
injection water to reduce chemical leaching in the aquifer during the cycle testing and storage 
phases.  Seminole County's respective cost allocation will be for providing electrical power and
control systems to the new facilities and for additional costs of water quality testing during the 
cycle tests. These requirements are consistent with the original MOU terms. No additional 
funding is requested as part of this agenda item.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Board approve and authorize the Chairman to execute The Third 
Amendment to the Memorandum of Understanding Between the St. Johns River Water 
Management District and Seminole County for Aquifer Storage and Recovery Construction 
and Testing Demonstration Project.
