Approve and authorize the Chairman to execute Certificate of Public Convenience and
Necessity for Sun State Trees and Property Maintenance, Inc. to operate a yard waste
recycling facility as described on the Certificate.

County-wide David Gregory

BACKGROUND:

Chapter 235 of the Seminole County Code requires a company to obtain a Certificate of Public
Convenience and Necessity from the Board of County Commissioners to operate a recycling facility in
unincorporated Seminole County.

Sun State Tree Service and Property Maintenance, Inc. (Sun State) submitted an application to
operate a yard waste recycling facility on CR 427 in unincorporated Casselberry. Sun State’s
application indicated that the company intends to grind yard waste from its own tree trimming
operations and recycle the mulch through a commercial mulch company. Staff recommends issuance
of a COPCN to Sun State under the following conditions:

e The facility shall process only yard waste material generated by the holder’'s own tree service
operations.

o All material shall be processed and moved off site within 30 days on a first in-first-out basis.

o No more than 300 cubic yards of material (processed plus unprocessed material) shall be stored
on site at any one time.

e The facility shall comply with all requirements of the Seminole County Land Development Code
and all other applicable rules and regulations (per Seminole County Code Section 235.52(d).

o The facility shall be operated in accordance with applicable Florida Department of Environmental
Protection standards, including Section 62-709 Florida Administrative Code.

o The facility shall comply with all other Federal, State, and local requirements.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Approve and authorize the Chairman to execute Certificate of Public Convenience and
Necessity for Sun State Trees and Property Maintenance, Inc. to operate a yard waste
recycling facility as described on the Certificate.
