CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Chairman Quinones called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. Members recited the Pledge of
Allegiance.

CHAIRMAN'S ANNOUNCEMENTS

Chairman "Quinones welcomed members and reported on the National Transportation
Policy Briefing hosted by METROPLAN ORLANDO on October 5, 2009 in the Disney
Entrepreneur Center. The event was planned by Congresswoman Brown and Congressman
Mica with special guests USDOT Secretary Ray LaHood and FDOT Secretary Stephanie
Kopelousos. Congresswoman Kosmas and Congressman Grayson also attended. Chairman
Quinones noted that Secretary LaHood’s message was that Washington is willing to help
with SunRail, High Speed Rail, Tri-Rail and other projects buf, “we need to get our act
together here in Florida.” This is critical with getting the Florida Legislature to support
SunRail and getting a funding source in place for Tri-Rail in South Florida. If we fail to do
this, federal funding will be awarded to other states that have demonstrated greater support
for transit. Chairman Quinones also noted his disagreement with Senator Dockery’s
interpretation of Secretary LaHood’s message during the briefing, and requested staff to
provide the recording to clarify any misunderstandings. Mayor Swan also stated that he
would continue discussions with Senator Dockery’s office, further stating that the message
should include that Florida is a donor state. Mayor Dyer reported on recent discussions with
Congresswoman Brown and Senator Deutch noting that the discussions were very positive.
