MOTION/RECOMMENDATION:

Authorize staff to advertise and schedule a public hearing for the new Water Conservation
Landscape Irrigation Ordinance.

BACKGROUND:

The St. Johns River Water Management District (District) is responsible for
regulating consumptive uses of water within the County's geographic region of the state
pursuant to Chapter 373, Florida Statutes. The District recently amended Rule 40C-2.042,
Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), General Consumptive Use Permit by Rule, which
regulates small irrigation uses below the consumptive use permit thresholds set forth in Rule
40C-2.041(1) F.A.C.

Rule 40C-2.042(2) (a), F.A.C., grants a general permit to each person within the District to
use, withdraw, or divert water for small landscape irrigation uses provided that irrigation occurs
in accordance with Sections 3 and 5 of Rule 40C-2.042(2), F.A.C. subject to the exceptions
set forth in Section 4 of Rule 40C-2.042(2), F.A.C. In addition, Rule 40C-2.042(2), F.A.C.,
applies to landscape irrigation regardless of whether the water comes from ground or surface
water, private well or pump, or public or private utility. Further, Rule 40C.2.042(2) (b), F.A.C.,
strongly encourages a local government to adopt an ordinance to enforce Rule 40C-2.042(2)
(a), F.A.C., within its jurisdiction by adopting a landscape irrigation ordinance that incorporates
each of the provisions set forth in Rule 40C-2.042(2) (a), F.A.C. The adoption of this ordinance
is appropriate and in the public interest of the citizens of this community.

Important changes in the new ordinance will be a slight change from current practice. The
change impacts water schedules during the period when we are not in Daylight Savings Time.
During these generally cooler months, irrigation with potable water will be limited to one (1)
day per week. Irrigation with reclaimed water sources will be allowed at any time during the
year.

To the extent property owners follow water restrictions, they should not realize any impact
fiscally or operationally. The intent of the ordinance is to promote efficient water use
practices. Water Conservation benefits all Seminole County citizens.



STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends Board authorization to schedule and advertise a public hearing for the
adoption of the Water Conservation Landscape Irrigation Ordinance.

DESCRIBE PROJECT/PROPOSAL.:

This ordinance establishes criteria related to landscape irrigation revises watering
schedules.

DESCRIBE THE DIRECT ECONOMIC IMPACT OF THE PROJECT/ PROPOSAL
UPON THE OPERATION OF THE COUNTY:

Utility operations of the County’s Environmental Services Department (ESD) will be
impacted as the primary enforcement mechanism of the program. Funds are budgeted
for irrigation monitoring, and are coordinated through Utilities Division Water
Conservation team. Revenues from enforcement are not anticipated to be material in
nature, as the program is more of educational awareness.

DESCRIBE THE DIRECT ECONOMIC IMPACT OF THE PROJECT/ PROPOSAL
UPON THE PROPERTY OWNERS/TAX PAYERS/CITIZENS WHO ARE EXPECTED
TO BE AFFECTED:

The proposed irrigation schedule represents a slight change from current practice. The
change impacts water schedules during the period when we are not on Daylight
Savings Time. During these generally cooler months irrigation with potable water will
be limited to one day per week. Irrigation with reclaimed water sources will be allowed
at any time during the year. To the extent property owners follow water restrictions,
they should not realize any impact fiscally or operationally.

IDENTIFY ANY POTENTIAL INDIRECT ECONOMIC IMPACTS, POSITIVE OR
NEGATIVE WHICH MIGHT OCCUR AS A RESULT OF THE PROJECT PROPOSAL.:

The intent of the ordinance is to promote efficient water use practices. Water
conservation benefits all Seminole County utility customers indirectly through reduced
planning and construction expenditures creating additional water capacity.
