BACKGROUND:

On June 1, 2001, all cash balances of the Seminole County Expressway Authority were
transferred to Seminole County with the intention that these funds would be used to pay for
clearly identified Authority purposes. The funds were recorded in the Transportation Trust
Fund.

The Seminole County Expressway Authority, as an independent Authority and special district,
is required to adopt an annual budget. This annual budget reflects appropriations for
authorized expenditures by Seminole County on behalf of the Authority.

On May 12, 2009, the Seminole County Expressway Authority met in the Seminole County
Services Building. At this meeting, they approved the attached FY 2009/10 Budget, for the
year beginning July 1, 2009.

The attached Budget Amendment Request (BAR) segregates the remaining funds of the
Seminole County Expressway Authority from the Transportation Trust Fund, establishing a
separate agency fund within the County's accounting system in order to maintain separate
records for the the Authority. Additionally, the appropriations for the Authority are separated
into the account lines approved by the Authority. No expenditures are to be recorded against
the budget so established until July 1, 2009, the beginning of the Authority's fiscal year.

The available balance will be carried forward into the County's FY 2009/10 Budget through the
Carryforward process. The Authority's next year adopted budget (FY 2010/11) will be brought
into the County's budget at the last meeting of June, 2010. The Authority's current budget (FY
2009/10) will be closed out in July of 2010, once the final expenditures have been recorded.



STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the Board approve and authorize the Chairman to execute a
Resolution implementing Budget Amendment Request (BAR) #09-60 through the
Transportation Trust Fund and the Seminole County Expressway Authority Fund in the amount

of $80,408.00 in order to record the FY 2009/10 Seminole County Expressway Authority
Budget.
