MOTION/RECOMMENDATION:
Approval by the Board of County Commissioners to expend $2,000 from the Law Enforcement 
Trust Fund to provide for a contribution to the 2007 Seminole County Red Ribbon Campaign.

BACKGROUND:

The Seminole County Sheriff's Office is requesting an expenditure from the Law Enforcement 
Trust Fund in the amount of $2,000 to provide funding for the 2007 Red Ribbon Campaign.  
Participants in the 2007 campaign include public and private schools, businesses, churches, 
civil organizations and governmental agencies within Seminole County.

This request is a public awareness benefit in support of drug and alcohol prevention 
programs.  Red Ribbon Week will take place October 22-31, 2007.  Providing funding in the 
amount of $2,000.00 will financially assist the campaign with expenses incurred in the 
purchase of red ribbons for the school children of Seminole County. These ribbons are worn 
by students and adults to heighten awareness of the danger of illegal/legal drug and alcohol
abuse.

This request complies with Chapter 932.7055(4)(a), Florida State Statutes.  The State/Local 
uncommitted Forfeiture Fund Cash Balance prior to this commitment is $17,505.66.
